Thinking about Building?

If you are thinking about making additions or improvements to your property, please review the following excerpts from the Bannockburn Protective Covenants.  Making sure that you do it right the first time can save a lot of time and frustration.

Some of the items that will need to be reviewed by the architectural Control Committee are as follows:

Size - submit a dimensional "elevation plan" of the building.  Location to boundaries - need a plot plan with dimensions.

View - must show that you will not interfere with others view (some people submit photos from the neighbors lots and get approval from neighbors).

Materials – Siding material - need to clearly state the material, manufacturer, spec, finish, etc.

Materials - Roof - need to clearly state the material, manufacturer, specifications, finish, etc.

ARTICLE VI - RESTRICTIONS ON RESIDENTIAL TRACTS

1.    Approvals.  Whether of not provision therefore is specifically stated in any conveyance of acceptance of title thereto or by taking possession, the Owner covenants and agrees that no building, wall, swimming pool, aerial, antenna, or other structure shall be placed upon said tract unless and until the plans and specifications and the plot plans have been approved in writing by the Environmental Committee.

In addition, there are some other items from the Association Covenants that may assist you.  Please refer to your copy of the Association Covenants to complete your understanding.  A copy of Bannockburn’s Association Covenants are available online at www.bannockburnhoa.com/information_3.html.
